INSTRUCTIONS

1. Complete the Intent to Participate portion 
on this Runner Pledge Sheet and return to 
your Leg Leader ASAP.

Pledges need to be collected 
beforehand.  All proceeds benefit Special 
Olympics Montana.

3. Checks should be made payable to SOMT.

4. Cash should be issued a receipt.

5. Create an online fundraising webpage at 
www.firstgiving.com/somt . to solicit 
additional pledges.  Funds will be 
automatically sent to SOMT under your 
name.

6. Sell t-shirts for $12 each.   Record sales on 
Pledge Sheet.  Receipts are not required for 
t-shirt sales.

Make sure your contact 
information is completed.

Leader.

9. Please collect at least a minimum of $100 in 
donations or t-shirt sales in order to receive 
your Official Torch Run Runner Shirt.
