A Poker Run Is a point to point, fixed destination

ride. Riders will collect poker cards at

predetermined pit stops. Best hand at end of the
ride wins the prize.

Police escorted rides are popular and tend to attract mo
riders.

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Rider pledges and incentives

Riders can receive incentives based on the amount they raise.
Work with Special Olympics state office to determine incentive
levels and prizes. Remember — expenses must be kept at 20% ¢
less.
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Other money

» Solicit motorcycle dealerships for Premier Sponsorship and showcase their
company. The finish line party will be a bike show setting where dealerships
can show off their products.

Riders can bid for lead position and lead the ride.

Riders can enter their bike into the show for $2 for a chance to win a plaque
“Best of Class”.

Split the pot or 50/50 raffle during BBQ.

Offer awards for largest club attendance, largest law enforcement agency
attendance and most pledges raised.

Solicit pit stop sponsors along the route.

All riders and passengers participating in the event must sign an SOl appro
liability release form when they check in for the ride at the registration table.

Any and all support staff must also sign a release form.

Cell phone access will be maintained during the ride when possible in case ¢
an accident.

Riders suspected of drinking during the ride will be asked to leave
iImmediately.

Notify all law enforcement and EMS agencies that are situated along the ro

Have support vehicle follow riders — equipped with water, tools, first aid Kit,
fuel, etc.
